1. I nt roducti on

The obj ectclass concept is used in Idap to allow the specification of
a set of properties which describe a given type of object. For
exanpl e, a schedul able entity MJST contain a cal endar user address
and the absence of the AUTOSCHEDULE property inplies certain

def aul t s.

An | dap objectclass may be of 3 kinds, structural, abstract and
auxiliary. The vcard KIND property is equivalent to the structural
objectclass in that a vcard can be of only one kind. The kind
requires that certain properties be present and al so defines defaults
for absent properties.
The OBJECTCLASS property defined here is equivalent in many ways to
the auxiliary objectclass in Idap. They are not related to each
other in sone hierarchy and nmay overlap in their use of properties.
bj ectclass definitions can only specify properties which MJST
SHOULD or MAY be present. They cannot disallow the use of properties
as these may be required by anot her objectcl ass.

2. Conventions Used in This Docunent
The key words "MJST", "MJST NOT", "REQUI RED', "SHALL", "SHALL NOT",
"SHOULD', "SHOULD NOT", "RECOMMVENDED', "MAY", and "OPTIONAL" in this
docunent are to be interpreted as described in [ RFC2119].
